Terms and Definitions

Active Share is ameasure of the percentage of stock holdings in a manager's portfolio that differ from the
benchmark index. Market Capitalization is the value of the fund as determined by the market price of its
issued and outstanding stock. The Weighted Average Market Capitalization of a portfolio equals the average
of each holding’s market cap, weighted by its relative position size in the portfolio (in such a weighting
scheme, larger positions have a greater influence on the calculation).
